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75 Years of Area Boy Scouting!

Shenandoah Area Council Celebrates Its Diamond
Jubilce with More Than 6,000 Mcmbcrs
By Karl B. Hille

The Boy Scouts of America was a relatively young
mmport [rom Great Britain when Scout troops ol the
Shenandoah region [ormed their own council 1n
1928.

The BSA was lormed 1 1910, and soon troops
sproutcd m  luray, Martinsburg, W.Va., and
Winchester.

“There was Scouting in Winchester as early as
1914,” said Wiliam Wollersberger ,  [ormer
Shenandoah Council BSA executive. “But then it
was nol continuous. And it didn’t cover the region.”

The council celebrated its diamond jubilee last
month,

In 75 years, the councl has grown from nine
troops and 170 scouts (0 morc than 6,000 Scouls
today in 190 troops. They have also become a
more outdoor, sport-oriented council,
Wolfersberger said.

“We've added a lot 1n recent years in terms of
what you nught call high-adventure activities,” he
said, such as canoe and white water excursions, and
annual (rips o the Philmont Scout Ranch in
Cimarron, N.M.

“T'he council now includes six counties
northwest Virginia and three in West Virginia. The
Shenandoah Area Council performs many behind-
the-scene services lor the Boy Scout troops and
Cub Scout packs within the region,” Wollersberger
said.

“T'he council provides supporting services for
mdividual scout leaders and the churches and
organizations (hat sponsor them,” said Bob Ferrell,
the current council executive.

They also maintain the Rock Enon Boy Scout
Camp i Iredenck County, and a records ollice
and scout store at the council office where leaders

can purchase uniforms, supplies and badges.

The Wollensberger [amilies found in the United States of
Amecrica, originate primarily [rom "relatives” whose link with

the original lamilies ol Swilzerland was not discernable, but who, however, were delinitely descendants of
the original families. "This break in known pedigree occurred at about 1550 - Jakob Wolfensherger. This
database shows two Mr. Wolfensberger's prior to Jakob, and links him to Hans von Wolfensberg. This
was a calculated connection made by our [ounder. We have no specilic proof of the connection.

Most ol the data in the WA [amily databasc regarding the onginal Wolfensberger family of Switzerland
was obtained from the "DEUTSCH-SCHWEIZERISCHIES GESCHLIECH TERBUCH" vol 4, and the
"DEUTSCHES GESCHLECHTERBUCH" Vol 65, both edited by Dr. jur Bernhard HOERNER as
published 1n 1929, C. A. Starke, Verlag, and the "WOLFENSBERGER FAMILY OF SWITZERLAND"
as shown on film 1181673 item 16 pages 1 thru 342 from the 1. D S Genealogy Library of Salt Lake City,
UT, not allowed for interlibrary loan, due to the publisher's copyright restrictions. Only two known
origial texts that we know ol in the USA besides those lound in libraries. CD copies now available [rom
the publisher. A translation into English was mentioned in the last newsletter.

In the mtroductory pages ol the texi, it 1s stated that the name Wollensberger, and 1ts denvatives "came
from two 'farms' named Wolfensberg, within the two communities of Baeretswil and Bauma. Knight
Baldebrecht de Wolfsberg was buried at the Monastery Rueti, with others of his generation." [translation by
Werner Kraus, (1926- ?), of Stuttgart-Wecilimdorl, Germany, and ol Canada, and of USA in 1959.

!An excerpt from the Introduction of the " WOLFENSBERGER FAMILY OF SWITZERILAND' by Dr.
jur Bernhard Hoerner 1s as follows: (translated by Willard Rolland W olfinbarger, deceased, and brother
of Myrtle Wolfinbarger Braun, also deccased, who was a prominent USA gencalogist. This information
given to MBL by his niece, prior to her death. The translation was abbreviated by L.M. Jones:)

"I'he numerous and scattered WOLFENSBERGER family has derived its name from the settlement
Woltesberg or Ober Wolfsberg near Bauma and Baeretswil in Switzerland. "These communities are about
25 km at 95 degrees from Zurich. Many of the family migrated to the town of Wetzikon and the village of
Ettenhausen. Wetzikon is about 10 km southwest of Bauma and Ettenhausen is very near to Wetzikon.
The word Woltesberg means "Mount of the Wolf" (or she woll). Some of the earliest written forms of the
name are WOLFENSPERGER or WOLFENSBERGLER. This later took on many different spellings (20
plus variations).

'T'he Castle Wolfsberg stood on a steep hill at the village Ober Wolfsberg which 1s near Bauma and
Baeretswil. This castle is listed in the "Zurich Book of Castles" and was the home of the Noble Knight of
the same name, Knight Baldcebert [=shortened and Americanized version ol his title] [The original spelling:
" Knight BALDEBRECHT de WOLFSBERG" from 1233 (o 1259. H¢ was [rom Rapperswil and a
subject of Grielenberg, a possession of the Counts ol Rapperswil, who held [eudal tenure from St. Gallen.
Knight BALDEBRECH'T" de Wolfsberg and probably others of his family endowed the Monastery at Ruti.
The family Coat ol Arms was held in this Monastery and many ol the [amily now there lay buried. The
use of "von" or "de" as part of the Surname, indicated "Aristocracy”, and should always be included as the
entire surname: 1.c., de Wolfsberg, would be the correct Surname/last name, as is von Wolfensberg, for
the Surname of Herman von Wolfensberg. [research by Rudi Wolfensberger]

“We're  continually  (rying (o contact new
organizations that don’t have Scouting or who
would like to have Scouting as one of their
activitics and help them get started,” Ferrell sad.

The Shenandoah Area Council employs 10
people, including Ferrell.

Despite the vast amount of scrvices  they
provide, Wollersberger said (he regional and
national council levels of scouting do not get
much attention.

“When 1 was 1n scouting, a lot ol pcople
weren’t very aware that there was some greater
organization besides our troop,” he said,

Many ol the highly visible roles for adults in
Scouting are voluntary, such as scout leaders
and assistants. But for those committed to the
organization and 1its 1deals, scouting also ollers
many carcer opportunitics.

Wollersberger, who now  maintans — the

muscum ol scouting memorabilia in the council
headquarters on Youth Development Lane in
Winchester retired in 1992 alier being involved
with scouts almost his entire life. “I really didn’t
know anything about Scouting as a career until
college,” he said.  Alter growing up i Boy
Scouts, he mterviewed for a posiion out of
college and said, “I basically have never worked
[or anybody clse.” He has been well pleased
with the choice.
“I've talked to a lot of people about it as a
carcer, but I don’t think untl you go through 1t
you can rcally get an idea of what you can get
oul of 1,” he said. “IUs been a really [ullilling
carcer as lar as I'm concerned. 1 just ncver
thought about looking for a new job.”

Ferrell did not spend more than six months as
a Scoul, but working for summer camps during
college he “got to see what Scouting could do
[or young boys.” While their cllorts have kept
the Shenandoah region growing strong, local
leaders have also kept an uneasy eye on issues
affecting the BSA.

“Though the Shenandoah region has been
sheltered from the  worst  pressures,”
Wollersberger said, “Scouting nationally has
[aced growing social pressure (o relax their high

moral standards.” Contnued on page 5

It was probably [rom the River Toss that attacks on the castle ook place. About .4 ki (o the north of the
castle location there 1s another small hill. It is suspected that this small hill is where the Wolfsberg
communication point was located. Heini has three maps on a wall of his home. These maps were dated
m the 12th and 13th century and they showed Wolfesberg as being a communication point. There were
scveral other communication points i Switzerland all being 15 to 50 km apart. The village ol Ober
Wolfsberg now consists of three or four farm homes with their barns.” .M Jones

T'he referenced publications by Dr. jur Bernhard Hoerner were funded by Jakob WOLFENSBERGER
the father of Heini and Robert WOLFENSBERGER of Bauma, Switzerland. Research was done
primarily by "Paul Wolfensberger of Zuerich, as the major compiler, with notable assistance from:
Joseph Stocker, (a theology student who researched the Catholic Wolfisperg branch in Aargau and
Lucerne; Franciscan Father Paul Wollensperger, an Alsatian, who researched the Alsatian line, and
Friedrich Wolfensberger, (1892-1959),father of Wolf Wolfensberger'.

Heimi Wolfensberger was
the CEO of Wolfensberger AG, a factory that produces castings in specialty metals. It is the largest
factory in Bauma.

Credit must also be given to Robert WOILFENSBERGLER as he currently 1s the genealogist of the family
m Switzerland. Robert has placed all of the Wollensberger [amily ol Switzerland on [our large pedigree
roll charts, all [rom the relerenced Geschlechterbuchs., The WA has copices of these charts.
