OLD BUSINESS

Historical Research Project at the Wolfsberg
Bob Wolfenbarger, Rudi Wolfensberger, and Wolf Wolfensberger reported on the status of the project.  The purpose of this project is to conduct Research into the History of the Family's Medieval Fortress on the Wolfsberg. It is hoped that the research will uncover new findings about the castle, the family's role in the region, and the fate of the structure in the last millennium
We are trying to obtain a copy of a history book by the Bauma historian, Walter Sprenger, published in 2003. It provides a rich history of the birth, growth and future of the community of Bauma and may shed light on the background of the family's onetime castle on the Wolfsberg. Herr Sprenger also spoke on the history of the family in his remarks to the dedication ceremony for the memorial to our Swiss forebears.
As reported at the last meeting, Rudi has contacted Professor Sablonier of the University of Zurich.  Rudi mentioned that he an ideal person to help with this research as he is a foremost researcher specifically in the area Study of Middle Ages of Switzerland, and part of a special department specifically designed to do so.  He has a particular interest in the Canton Zurich area, and is a native of the Bauma area.  Rudi has also talked to Professor Sablonier assistant, (coincidentally who's name is Wolfensberger) who will help, and has a meeting planned with another professor.
