Max Wolfensberger, a retired executive for an American computer firm in Switzerland, played an instrumental role in helping create in September 2001 the memorial to the Wolfensberger family on the historic Wolfensberg, less than a mile from the heart of Bauma.  

As the Board of Directors' representative on a Swiss family committee in Bauma, Max played a critical role in helping win village approval of the memorial, obtaining the large memorial stone and putting together the colorful memorial ceremony and luncheon to mark the event.  He and Bob (New Jersey) were able to set up a Swiss bank account to pay for the memorial stone project and brass placard.  This account was closed after the project was complete.

Max lives on Lake Zurich in Staefa, one of the beautiful communities lining
the lakeside east of Zurich, with his wife, Esther. Near his three-story

home lives his son Matthias and his wife,  a native of New Zealand, and their children.  On many days, you'll see the Wolfensberger family flag flying over

Max and Ester’s home. Under Swiss law, Max is a dual  resident of Bauma, as well as, Staefa, Switzerland. He and his Esther winter at Zuos, a village in the Engadine region of Switzerland, east of St. Moritz in the heart of the Swiss Alps.
